Labor is not covered for replacement compressor after the manufacturer’s warranty has expired.  This policy does not include materials and labor for refrigerant leaks.

5. Air filters are extra.

6. No service will be rendered under this agreement if customer has past due account.

7. This agreement is not in effect until payment is made in full and acceptance is signed and dated by a representative of our company.

8. Agreement is for one year.
